Students utilize 
digital multimeters, basic hand tools, and specialized diagnostic tools to test, verify, and evaluate various 
electrical components. Students become familiar with service information systems (SIS) and electronic service 
tools (EST) utilized by various heavy-duty truck and equipment manufacturers. The course emphasizes 
schematic reading throughout the semester.
